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Moroyama is a town rich in nature and steeped in the history and
culture of our forebears. Living in the traditional Japanese village which
is Moroyama fills me with pride, and more than anything I hope that this
guidebook will impart the spirit of the local townspeople as they go about
their daily lives, hope ever in their breasts.

Located within the 50km metropolis sphere of Tokyo, in the late 60s
Moroyama experienced a sudden population growth which has led to
continued positive urbanization and development ever since.

Regardless of the decade, the living environment and infrastructure
of the town always remain a priority. In February of 2012 ‘Shin-Hanno
-Yorii Bypass’ (a city planning road) was opened to traffic, thus marking
completion of the final stage of a 30 year construction project by Moroyama.
Systematic local road maintenance likewise continues apace, as we work
hard to ensure not only a safe and pleasant town for all, but also to invite
new businesses, attract tourism and develop local industry.

As the guideline behind our town-planning the Fourth Comprehensive
Promotion Plan likewise aspires, since the establishment of our
‘latter period basic plan,” towards a more systematically realized town
administration. Above all else, the most indispensable philosophy behind
town planning in Moroyama is ‘cooperative community development,’ or
more specifically, the three tenets of ‘self-help, mutual cooperation and
public assistance.” Working together with local residents, we are committed
to building a Moroyama rich in hopes and dreams

Boasting of over 950 years of history, Moroyama is a town known for
horseback archery. As the first production center in the country and a
national pioneer, it is also a town known for its delicious yuzu (Japanese
citron). It is a town which features Saneatsu Mushakoji utopian village
plan, "Atarashiki Mura", and, thanks to Saitama Medical University
Hospital, a town known for its medical care and public well-being. I
sincerely hope you will take the time to read this guidebook, learn more
about our town, and help to ensure that all that Moroyama has to offer can
be bestowed upon future generations.
